On February 13, 2012, MDC Partners Inc. (the “Company”), Maxxcom Inc. (a subsidiary of the Company) and each of
their subsidiaries party thereto entered into an amendment (the “Eighth Amendment”) to its existing senior secured
revolving credit facility, dated October 23, 2009 (as heretofore amended, the “Credit Agreement”), with Wells Fargo
Capital Finance, LLC, as agent, and the lenders from time to time party thereto. Consistent with past practice the
Company intends to use amounts available under the Credit Agreement, after giving effect to the Eighth Amendment,
for working capital needed from time to time to service a growing number of clients, to support the Company’s growth
and investment strategy, including acquisitions, and to account for seasonal patterns in its business.

The Eighth Amendment provides that (A) the Company’s Total Leverage Ratio (as defined), measured on a
quarter-end basis, must be no greater than (i) 4.15x, for the twelve-month period ending December 31, 2011, (ii)
4.60x, for the twelve-month period ending March 31, 2012, and (ii) 3.75x, for the twelve-month period ending on the
last day of each calendar quarter thereafter; (B) the Company’s Fixed Charge Leverage Ratio (as defined), measured on
a quarter-end basis, must be at least (i) 1.25x, for the twelve-month period ending December 31, 2011, (ii) 1.10x, for
the twelve-month period ending March 31, 2012, and (ii) 1.25x, for the twelve-month period ending on the last day of
each calendar quarter thereafter; and (C) the Company’s EBITDA (as defined), measured on a quarter-end basis, must
be at least (i) $90,000,000, for the twelve-month period ending December 31, 2011, and (ii) $75,000,000, for the
twelve-month period ending on the last day of each calendar quarter thereafter, subject to certain pro forma
adjustments for acquisitions.

The foregoing summary description of the Eighth Amendment to the Credit Agreement is qualified in its entirety by
reference to the full text of the agreements.
